Promotional images of the show appear
childlike but please be vigilant and ensure viewing restrictions are in place on all streaming
devices.

Steps you can take to help keep your child safer online

Make sure they know where to go for support: Remind your child they can always speak to you
or an adult they trust if anything happens online that makes them feel worried or upset. For a

Talk about how their online actions affect others: If your child is engaging with others online,
remind them to consider how someone else might feel before they post or share something. If they
are considering sharing a photo/video of somebody else, they should always ask permission first.

Use ‘SafeSearch’: Most web search engines will have a ‘SafeSearch’ function, which will allow you
to limit the content your child can access whilst online. Look out for the ‘Settings’ button on your web
browser homepage, which is often shaped like a small cog.
